Children can:

o plan and design a sculpture;

e use tools and materials to carve, add shape,
add texture and pattern;

o develop cutting and joining skills, e.g. using
wire, coils, slabs and slips;

o explore carving as a form of 3D art;

o develop an understanding of different ways
of finishing work: glaze, paint, polish.

Children experiment with shape and pattern,
looking at repeated patterns and different
materials to make texture, e.g. sponges.

To develop a wide range of art and design
techniques in using colour and texture.

Children can:

e copy an original print;

e use a variety of materials, e.g. sponges, fruit,
blocks;

o demonstrate a range of techniques, e.g.
rolling, pressing, stamping and rubbing.

Children use a variety of printing blocks, e.g.
coiled string glued to a block, and explore what
effect making their own blocks has on shape and
texture.

Children can:

e use more than one colour to layer in a print;
o veplicate patterns from observations;

e make printing blocks;

e demonstrate experience in fabric printing.

e make repeated patterns with precision.

Children have more opportunities to make
printing blocks and tiles. They now reflect on
their choice of colour for prints and develop their
accuracy with patterns.

overlapping, tessellation, mosaic and montage.
